Rev. Dr. George Leon Walker,
70 Hon.

Rev. Dr. George Leon Walker, pastor
emeritus of the Center Church of Hart-
ford, Conn., and a former member of
the Yale Corporation, died at his home
in Hartford, Wednesday, March 14, of
pnuemonia, after a very short sickness.

Dr. Walker was born in Rutland, Vt.,
April 30, 1830 and received his early edu-
cation in the public schools of Brattle-
boro. Although prevented by ill-health
from attending college, he contintied his
studies outside of working hours and
in 1857 was licensed, by the Rutland
Association, to preach. After some time
spent in the Andover Theological Sem-
imary as “resident licentiate” and at the
State Street Church, Portland, Maine,
he came to New IHaven and took charge
of the First Congregational Church in
1808, Returning poor health compelled
him to give up his work and from 1873
until 1879 he travelled extensively
abroad. In the latter year he accepted a
call to the First (Center) Church, Hart-
ford, and held the pastorate till 1891,
when he resigned to devote himself to
literary pursuits. In August, 1896, while
at his Summer home in Brattleboro, Dr.
Walker was stricken with apoplexy,
which deprived him of the power of
speech and the use of the right side of
his body.

Dr. Walker was appointed to the Cor-
poration of Yale, Nov. 1, 1877, and re-
signed from that position last year.
Yale gave him the degree of D.D. in
1870. Middlebury College, Vt., had con-
ferred the degree of M.A. on him in
1858. He is survived by a son, Prof.
Williston Walker, and by a brother and
a sister.
